These remarkable women were all classified by the media 

and public, establishing the stereotypes we know today: Marlene Dietrich - desirable sex goddess, Marilyn - 

ditzy sexy blonde, Doris Day - quintessential girl-next-door and Dusty - the wild one. Although stereotyped, 

they were fundamentally women who faced the same fears and challenges, ups-and-downs as all women,” 

Retallick said. 

 

Songs featured include ‘Falling In Love Again’, ‘Diamonds Are A Girls Best Friend’, ‘Bye Bye Baby’, ‘Fever’, 

‘Downtown’, ‘Son Of A Preacher Man’, ‘You Don’t Have to Say You Love Me’ ‘Secret Love’, ‘The Sound Of 

Music’, ‘A Spoon Full Of Sugar’ and ‘Quiet Please, There’s A Lady On Stage’ among other classic hits.
